Sewage Update  
     Jim Allister, DUP, MEP chaired a meeting in Portballintrae, between representatives of the Portballintrae Residents’ Association and the Water Service, Environment and Heritage Service as well as Coleraine Borough Council’s Environmental Health Department. The main issue discussed was the inadequate and outdated sewerage system in our village. 


According to EU legislation passed in 1976, all bathing waters, (whether fresh or sea) must be monitored and the quality of the water must comply with a set standard. The EHS said that they do not monitor our water quality as Portballintrae has not been classified as a bathing beach and that Coleraine Borough Council has not asked them to monitor the water. When asked, they could not tell us how a beach becomes classified as a bathing beach. The Water Service continually maintains there are no bathing beaches here and even though they do not monitor the water, said that there is no pollution problem. 
      The Water Service said that the plan is for Portballintrae to be included in an upgraded sewerage system to be located at the present Waste Water Works in Bushmills.  They said that the new plant should be online by the end of 2008.  Since this plan is in the very early stages, Mr. Allister agreed with the Water Service a schedule of progress to ensure that the plant would be online in a timely fashion.  All parties will be expecting a progress report from the Water Service by January 2006.
Salmon Green Appeal Update

The Planning Appeals Commission has set formal hearing dates of 8 and 9 December for all of the applications concerning the land at 50 Beach Road (Salmon House and Salmon Green) as well as the application for the demolition of the Ice House.   The Hearings will start at 1030am at the University Of Ulster, Coleraine, Room H215. The Residents’ Association has retained GM Design Associates to represent us at the hearing. This will be a costly process.
