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Sewage update

   This season has been a very trying time for the village.  We had a sewage “leak” into the Bay around 6 June 2006. The following 2 days saw the drain system completely clogged along Bayhead and Beach Roads.  The Water Service finally “cleared” the system saying it was normal sewage and household waste.  On the 9 June we had a water main break and since then the system has continually clogged through the ensuing weeks.  Water Service administration maintains there is nothing wrong in the village, but Water Service technicians on the ground say that the problem is basic. With the continual building and addition of toilets with no added infrastructure the system has finally reached overload.  Everyone must continually report to Water Service when their drains back up and call the Environmental Health Department at Coleraine Borough Council when the smell comes up in the village. If you haven’t already done so, please sign the sewerage petition to Water Service.  Only by pushing hard will we get an adequate system in place.

Portballintrae has applied to have the beaches officially recognised 

          The EHS started to test the water quality at Portballintrae Main Bay and reports so far are the sea water meets EHS standards.  We have made submission to the EHS for all of Portballintrae beaches, including photographic evidence showing “large numbers of bathers” in order to be recognized as “official” bathing beaches.  Coleraine Borough Council has also made submissions to this effect.  The EHS has been out this summer to do counts of bathers. The outcome of the consultation should be known by next summer season.
